Dear Representatives,
Fondo Internacional de Becas (FIB), IFP Partner for the Andean Region and Southern Cone, greets you and congratulates you for your appointment as Representatives of IFP ex-fellows in your respective countries.
As you have already informed by Fulvia Rosenberg (FCC-Brazil), Anabella Acevedo (CIRMA-Guatemala), David Navarrete (CIESAS-Mexico), Cecilia Israel (IEP-Pery) and by Jaumet Bachs (FIB-Chile), a Planning Meeting for the post-fellowship stage of IFP in Latin America will be held on 10th- 13th October 2004.  

With this letter we are formally inviting you to participate in this meeting as Representatives of current Ex-Fellows, for whose purpose we need to outline certain issues.
:. ABOUT THE REPRESENTATIVE POSITION:.
IFP is interested in supporting the building of an Ex-fellows network at the national, regional and/or global level in the context of the post-fellowship stage. Thus, the activities promoted by the IFP will be oriented towards increasing the social capital of ex-fellows, as well as to increase the exposure and connections that the ex-fellows have among themselves and in relation to other key actors and organizations linked to social justice in the world. 
In order to involve -at an early stage- the ex-fellows potentially interested in the design of post-fellowship activities, a decision was made to appoint in this stage 5 outstanding fellows, selected in terms of their experience as IFP fellow, their relationship with other fellows, their participation in other IFP activities and projects, their leadership style, their networks, their social and work projection, etc. In your position as Representatives, your responsibility implies contacting and coordinating with other IFP ex-fellows in your respective countries, gathering their concerns, interests and proposals in order to represent them appropriately in this first planning activity, contributing with ideas and sharing the tasks generated there. You will hold the Representative position until the October 2004 meeting or until resolutions adopted in that meeting establish it so. We hope this position will operate on a rota system and will be elected by means of votes from IFP ex-fellows in each country.
In order to support your task as Representative prior to the meeting, if the needs for coordination with your peers for the elaboration of your presentation requires it, we will allocate a small sum in the budget, which can be used for contacting ex-fellows in each country or other Representatives, for preparation of materials for the presentation, etc.
:. LOGISTICS :.
For the purpose of transport to Santiago de Chile, we will request from IFP in your country to assign money so that you can go to the capital cities of your respective countries. We will be writing each one of you in order to coordinate transport from (and return to) the capital cities to Santiago, as well as for dealing with special cases. It is important to have in mind that all expenses relative to your participation to this meeting will be covered by Fondo Internacional de Becas (such as air/ ground transport, hotel, lunch, dinner, etc.).
:. AGENDA :.
In a few more days you will be receiving the Agenda draft that has been designed for this meeting by those institutions that carry out the IFP in Latin America, together with the IFP’s Executive Secretariat.  We are talking about a draft precisely because we need the contribution of all of you, both for its design and execution, as for the preparatory work that needs to be done with the great base of IFP ex-fellows in Latin America. This preparatory work can be done in a “virtual” manner (by means of chat rooms, fora, telephone calls,  mails, etc.) or with your presence, and for this purpose we will be sending you an updated database. 

In order to do this, you will be able to manage the Forum and Chat on the intranet from the www.programabecas.org web site, if you wish to use it for the preparatory work. Your username and password bill be sent in a separate message.
