Bernardo Blejmar, special guest as Keynote Speaker

Argentinian, Bachellor in Education. 
Consultant on organizational behaviour and development for UNICEF, UN, Kellogg Foundation. Professor at the Universidad de Belgrano, and invited teacher for FLACSO. His last book is entitled “Leadership and alternative models for organizations”. He developed the concept and methodology of the Kellogg Foundation Leadership and Social Development programme, which addresses leadership understood in relation to social changed, with an interesting methodology, avoiding the idea of a charming individual (rather, a facilitator and multiplier of processes). This enables him to contribute to the debate and conceptualization of leadership in the IFP, connecting also the IFP Programme to other leadership activities developed by other Foundation that works with similar means and related audiences.
Sandeep Kindo, IFP Alumni of India & IFF Coordinator of Alumni Affaire
Mr. Sandeep Kindo used his IFP Fellowship to earn an LL.M. in International Human Rights Law at the University of Notre Dame Law School in the United States, in May 2003.  He studied international law, international humanitarian law, and the universal protection of human rights.   After finishing his degree, Mr. Kindo worked for a year as Coordinator of a Cultural Survival Law Initiative at Cultural Survival, an international human rights organization based in Cambridge, Massachusetts.  Within his Law Initiative project, Mr. Kindo created a Law and Anthropology Research Alliance with Harvard University law and anthropology students to research emerging jurisprudence on indigenous peoples’ rights.

Himself a member of a so-called “scheduled tribe” in India, Mr. Kindo was a social action litigation lawyer for indigenous peoples in his home district.  He plans to build on his academic work at Notre Dame and research and advocacy experience at Cultural Survival to realize his dream of building a “network of all the unsung and unheard social movements of the scheduled tribes in India and linking them with the international indigenous peoples’ rights culture elsewhere around the globe.”  To that end, Mr. Kindo conducted intensive research for legal issues arising out of new jurisprudence involving indigenous peoples at the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights.  He is closely following the drafting process of the Proposed American Draft Declaration on Indigenous Peoples Rights and is in the process of applying, on behalf of his Law and Anthropology Research Alliance, for consultative Status with the Organization of American States.

Mr. Kindo credits the Ford Foundation International Fellowship as having led him towards “competence and empowerment,” in pursuit of his larger endeavor to promote the cultural survival of indigenous peoples.  He maintains close contact with indigenous communities in India currently under threat of eviction from their own lands under the forest policy of India, and helps them to get needed resources and aid from the contacts he has established in the U.S. and in the international human rights community.  

A passionate advocate of human rights in India, Mr. Kindo plans found an “alternate government organization” to advocate for indigenous peoples’ rights in his home country.  He has stayed on in the U.S. for a period past his studies to “build up resources and empower himself” by acquiring more knowledge of the global human rights system.

Mr. Kindo has just begun a one-year position with the IFP Secretariat in New York as Coordinator of Alumni Affairs.  In this post, he will work with IFP alumni to coordinate activities across countries and regions, and assist in the formation of the IFP Alumni Association.
